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Introduction

This template provides information for the authors regarding the preparation of their structured book chapter for IIIDentEx 2019. If you are reading a paper version of this document, you can use it to prepare your manuscript to facilitate the review process. Page margins are 2.54 cm top and  down, left and right (normal margin). 
Highlight a section that you want to designate with a certain style, then select the appropriate name on the style menu. The style will adjust your fonts and line spacing. Do not change the font sizes or line spacing to squeeze more text into a limited number of pages. Use italics for emphasis; do not underline. To insert images in Word, position the cursor at the insertion point and either use Insert | Picture | From File or copy the image to the Windows clipboard and then Edit | Paste Special | Picture (with “Float over text” unchecked). 

Content
a. Figures and Tables 
Use times roman for all text and tables. Using this font throughout will reduce problems at typesetting, especially with tables. All figure must be embedded within the text at the appropriate position. Use the Table function of Word to generate tables. Do not insert them as objects. Each table must have a clear and concise title.

All figures and tables should be numbered consecutively (e.g. table 1, figure 1)

Please make sure all figures and tables are not exceeded 50 percent of the pages. Figure, images and tables must be in a good quality. Picture, table or figure must be from original work of the authors. If you retrieve them from other sources, it should be properly acknowledged and must not copyright protected.
